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the sun’s light could be projected through this ocu-
lus to points outside its enclosure. Sunlight could
thus be made to fall back out through apertures
onto markers on the exterior ground. (Figure 8.)
This inversion would visually root the apparatus to
its immediate site, making sunlight/time externally
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
